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ΔG for the 
reaction is not 
affected by Ea.

The ball needs a push (Ea) to 
get it out of the depression.

A ball that has received an 
input of activation energy can 
roll downhill spontaneously, 
releasing free energy.

Ea is the activation 
energy required for 
a reaction to begin.
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
